PHOENIX, Arizona (CNN) -- Republican presidential candidate Sen. John McCain conceded the presidential race before a crowd of
supporters in Phoenix on Tuesday. He also congratulated Sen. Barack Obama. Here is a transcript:

McCain: Thank you. Thank you, my friends. Thank you for coming here on this beautiful Arizona evening.

My friends, we have -- we have come to the end of a long journey. The American people have spoken, and they have spoken clearly.
A little while ago, | had the honor of calling Sen. Barack Obama to congratulate him. "= watch McCain's speech »

To congratulate him on being elected the next president of the country that we both love.

In a contest as long and difficult as this campaign has been, his success alone commands my respect for his ability and perseverance. But
that he managed to do so by inspiring the hopes of so many millions of Americans who had once wrongly believed that they had little at
stake or little influence in the election of an American president is something | deeply admire and commend him for achieving.

This is an historic election, and | recognize the special significance it has for African-Americans and for the special pride that must be theirs
tonight.

I've always believed that America offers opportunities to all who have the industry and will to seize it. Sen. Obama believes that, too.

But we both recognize that, though we have come a long way from the old injustices that once stained our nation's reputation and denied
some Americans the full blessings of American citizenship, the memory of them still had the power to wound.

I am also -- | am also, of course, very thankful to Gov. Sarah Palin, one of the best campaigners I've ever seen, and an impressive new
voice in our party for reform and the principles that have always been our greatest strength, her husband Todd and their five beautiful
children for their tireless dedication to our cause, and the courage and grace they showed in the rough and tumble of a presidential
campaign.

We can all look forward with great interest to her future service to Alaska, the Republican Party and our country.
